BADGER MOUNTAIN - 2007 Organic Riesling - (No sulfites added)

Delicate floral notes are woven through a framework of intense aromas of yellow peach, ripe
nectarine and a touch of pineapple to make an enticing package. The flavors of freshly picked
peaches are combined with a hint of honeyed sweetness. The delicate balance is impressive, with
the fruit flavors lingering through the crisp, clean finish. $8.40

BANROCK STATION - Riesling South Eastern Australia 2006
Light and fragrant, offering floral apple and star fruit flavors that linger on the silky finish. $5.60

BLOOM - Riesling QbA Mosel-Saar-Ruwer 2005
On the drier side with petrol, peach and slate notes and modest length. $8.40

CHATEAU STE. MICHELLE - Riesling Columbia Valley 2008
Light and refreshing, with pretty pear and floral aromas and flavors, lingering softly on a lightly
sweet frame. $7.50

MARKS RIDGE - 2007 Dry Riesling
Classic Alsatian style Riesling, barely off dry with a very nice citrus and apple taste. Crisp and
clean with nice acidity. $14.00

MOSELLAND - 2007 Mosel Riesling — Qualitatswein
A good middle-of-the-road wine with strong peachy aromas and flavors. Typical for the vintage
with appealing, but soft, fruit flavors. The finish is appley and minerally. $13.50

NAMASTE - 2007 Tranquility Riesling

The 2007 Riesling continues to showcase the character of our 24 year old Tranquility block of
vineyard. This wine captures the imagination with scents of an apple orchard in springtime. The
crisp mouth-feel is almost as if the taster has bitten into a fresh, delicious green apple. This taste
pairs nicely with a slight hint of lemon-lime, which lingers ever so sweetly on the taste

buds. Having made the choice to go towards Dry, our Riesling has brought the true brilliance of
this block of vineyard to the forefront. $14.00

PUDDING RIVER - Riesling
Aromas of citrus blossoms and apricot extend to flavors of green apple and tart peach. The bright
flavors intertwine with a refreshing acidity that finishes with a hint of honey sweetness. $15.90

SILVER FALLS - 2006 Riesling
A clean, crisp wine with moderate sweetness. This wine is a tasting room favorite. Pairs well
with light to medium foods, and pairs especially well with summer evenings. $11.35

SNOQUALMIE - Riesling Columbia Valley Naked 2007
Sweet, but balanced with racy acidity, offering apricot, peach, nutmeg and cream aromas and
flavors that linger expressively as the finish persists. $10.25

A semi-sweet medium bodied Germanic-styled wine. Vibrant aromas of peach, pear, citrus and
honeysuckle flowers. The explosive mouth-filling flavors mirror the aromas with star fruit and
steely apple malic acidity, giving a sweet-tart balance. Clean and refreshing with a crisp mouth-
watering finish. $10.70
